b) Any temporary building or structure used during construction of a 
permanent building or structure.)

Additional Procedural Information

-Official Plan Amendments and Zoning Bylaw Amendments can be filed concurrently. 
-If the Amendment(s) or Variance(s) required are approved by Council, an applicant may still require Site Plan Control Approval
before a Building Permit can be granted.  Many proposals do require Site Plan Control Approval therefore clear, detailed site layout 
plans filed  early in the process are critical to smooth processing.
-If done to Township standard, the clear and detailed site layout plan that was used during the Amendment or Variance process may 
be approved without changes for Site Plan Control Approval.
-If there are site-specific requirements imposed at the Amendment/Variance stage, the applicant will be required to change the site 
layout plan accordingly before Site Plan Control Approval is received and the Building Permit can be granted.  This work may be 
undertaken during the appeal period.
